FORMATTING OTHER SECTIONS

Full Papers, Short Papers and Extended Abstracts

Full papers are up to 25 pages, including references and all appendices.

Short papers are up to 8 papers, including references and all appendices.
The extended abstract can range between 500 and a maximum of 1500 words and typically has the following sections (please choose what is appropriate for your extended abstract): Purpose, (optional) Background, Design/Method(ology/Approach, Findings, Research Implications, Policy/practice Implications, Originality/value; Key words.
References and Citations

References should be listed alphabetically by author at the end of the paper and referred to in the body of the text by Name (date), following APA style. Skipping a line or spacing between each reference is preferred.

Figures and Tablestc "Figures and Tables"
Figures and tables should be placed as close as possible to where they are cited. Center figures and tables between the margins with one blank line above and below. Place captions (e.g., “Figure 1: Caption text”) after the figure/table (see example above). All figures and tables should be prepared in a professional manner. 

Footnotes/Endnotestc "Figures and Tables"
The use of footnotes is discouraged, but endnotes are acceptable.

Equationstc "Equations"
All equations should be placed on separate lines and numbered consecutively, with the equation numbers placed within parentheses and aligned against the right margin.

Appendicestc "Appendices"
The Appendix should immediately follow the body of the paper (using the first-level heading “APPENDIX”) and precede the references. If there is more than one appendix, number each consecutively.
